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The current lesson can be divided into three stages. The first stage is implemented in university classroom
(understanding education belief and spirit of the university) and lecture class (including Intellectual
Property Rights, Gender Equality, and Character Education). The second stage is developed by tutor’s
help for student’s schoolwork. The introduction of curriculum planning and further development,
E-portfolio lessons,  strategy and implementation of student UCan project are included. The third stage
focuses on 18-hour labor training.

Label training is the main scheme of the current lesson. The main purpose is to foster a practice of
better reacts to a working environment, high enthusiasm to do things better, forming healthy characters
and positive values. Various on campus jobs fulfill the principle of “life is education”. Through label
practice and cooperation, the spirits of serving others are developed. A better interpersonal relationship is
maintained. In label training, students are encouraged to generate their love for school and self-growth.
Furthermore, the current lesson may help student identify academy features of the university, college and
department curriculum planning and further development. Information of career strategy and competency
development will be provided. Goals are expected to setup early and abilities are advanced. Various
character educations are the primary general capacities of Jinwen’s students.
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
